Effective February 1, 2010, the following recommendations were made and approved by the AQHA Show Council:  

SHOW APPROVAL 

ALL requests for show approval are required to be submitted on a completed Application For American Quarter Horse Show Approval form. All requests for a show(s) date or location change must be submitted via the show application form. 

Show approval fees must be submitted at the time of request; $100 each for full shows (Split-Combined, Double Judge/Double Point, Regular). If approved, the fee for each request will be applied to the show approval. If not approved, $50 of the fee will be refunded to the requesting group, organization or individual. AQHA’s Official Rule 407(a) will remain in effect for all other show types, i.e. Special Events, etc. 

A non-refundable fee of $25 is required for each show date request for a date or location change.  These requests must be submitted via the show application form. 

SHOW CANCELLATIONS 

If a show cancels for reasons other than acts of God (fire, flood, blizzard, tornado, hurricanes, etc.) facility conflicts or loss of facility beyond control of show management, with written verification, or conflicts with AQHA regional events, it will not retain priority dates for the following year. 

RESULTS 

Failure to submit completed results forms to AQHA, no later than 10 days after the closing day of the said show, will result in approval being denied the following year. Management will be fined $50 per day for each day the results are late. 

Please keep in mind that the AQHA’s Web-based results upload system is up and running. You are encouraged to use this system to upload your rosters and enter your judges cards.  Improvements and additions are being implemented often. This is a great way to check your roster information and to ensure it is in a format acceptable to AQHA.
